Parents: Can you support this policy? 89% yes

(4 years ago the other 11% thought cell phones had no place in schools!)
Where we are now: needs updating but really is a non-issue



open wireless networks at Papillion-La Vista South
about 2700 devices a day on the network

common to see students using smart phones, ipads, laptops, etc...
some sets of 10 ipads used in classrooms

some student issued 1Pads
